In Maths we will be continuing mm
practising our subitising skills looking E
at arrangements that show 1 more

structured patterns. We will look at when it is ap-
propriate to count and when groups can be subi-
fised. Counting fo and beyond 20 in order, start-
ing from different numbers, focusing on accura-
cy. We also contfinue to explore the composition
of 10 to develop our confidence and fluency.
